VI.  Registering a Litter





A litter is eligible for registration if: 





It is the result of a mating between an LGDR-registered Sire (male) and an LGDR-registered Dam (female) that is non-related on a three-generation pedigree.  No line-bred or in-bred litters will be accepted for registration.


It is whelped (born) in the U.S.A, New Zealand, Canada, and Alaska.  Breeders in other countries not listed can submit Outside Region Breeder Acceptance Form to be review.


Only pups that meet breeding standards in the litter will be issued assigned numbers.


Pups with white markings other than on their chest, throat and feet regions, do not meet breeding standards.


Pups with physical or mental defects do not meet breeding standards.


Pups with coat hair longer than standards should not be submitted for assigned numbers.





To register a litter, the litter owner should complete a LGDR Litter Registration Application and have a current LGDR Breeder Ethic Code on file.  All Forms can be printed from the registries website (bluelacydogs.org).  The application requires basic information such as the date of birth, number of males and females born, and the registered names and numbers of the sire and dam. The application must be signed by all of the owners and co-owners of the dam and by one owner of the sire. Failure to complete the application properly will result in processing delays.


Processing fees are nonrefundable, and all fees are subject to change without notice.��When completed, the application should be submitted to the LGDR with the proper fee and pictures. Applications must be mailed. You can send pictures by email online at bluelacydogs@sbcglobal.net.  The LGDR will mail the litter owner Puppy Certificates for each pup submitted for registration, which meet breeding standards.  The litter owner should examine the Puppy Certificates thoroughly for errors before issuing the papers to puppy buyers.  If litter guideline violations are found after litter registrations are submitted and processed, the Puppy Certificate will become knoll and void and the LGDR will not issue three generation pedigrees on such pups.   It is the breeders’ responsibility to make sure all guidelines are met before submitting litter applications.��Each person or firm who owns, breeds, or sells dogs that are LGDR-registered must keep accurate, up-to-date records of all transactions involving these dogs. There must be no doubt as to the identity of any individual dog or as to the parentage of a particular dog or litter.





Failure to uphold proper record-keeping procedures or breeding ethics could lead to penalties, including the suspension of LGDR privileges.
